Report of Div Rep on Council Meeting on February 7th 2009

There are two key decisions to note

 The name of the org will be changing to British Rowing 
 The organization will move to appoint a CEO ( recruit from Autumn ’09, appoint by Spring ’10 )
Name / logo 
The ARA has been working with AstraZeneca ( their FTSE 100 partner ) on marketing / branding strategy 
Recommended to Council that :
 the name of the organization be changed to British Rowing 
 a new logo be adopted ( as posted on the NRC website)
Assumed, agreed, noted that 
 all aspects of the organization would use the name British Rowing – i.e. no longer will there be the ARA & GB Rowing – it will all be British Rowing 

 the logo has been developed – to provide an option for each of the regions – including Scotland / Wales … apparently the Scots voted recently to change their name from SARA to Scottish Rowing – so are in some ways ahead of the game !! Wales is en route to doing same to move to Welsh Rowing 
The Council vote in favour of the new name / new logo was unanimous – will be ratified at an EGM in June 2009 and launched in September 2009
New CEO
A small group has been working with Di Ellis discussing the CEO question 
 Do we need a CEO ?
 How will CEO fit into the structure ?
 What will a CEO do ?
 How will we get there ?
Council voted in principle to appoint to appoint a CEO
CEO will work alongside Chair in a role normally attributed to a CEO
Suggested timetable to focus now on job spec / further organizational implications hoping to launch recruitment in Autumn ’09 / recruit in spring 2010.
Council accepted the recommendations of the group and asked the group to continue with plans as outlined 
Elections to Executive 
4 of the Div Reps have now been elected to the Exec Committee - Matt Stallard, Mark B-Baker Paul Lorenzato, Andrew Johnson
They are joined by Tommy Thompson & Mike Williams
